6. Use a RED RIBBON on the tail of kicking horses  *Red ribbons will be available at the registration table 

before rides 

7. Be prepared to ride out with the train when scheduled.

8. COGGINS - A CURRENT ORIGINAL NEGATIVE COGGINS PAPER OR CERTIFIED COPY MUST BE

9. NO DOGS OR PETS OF ANY KIND. Please arrange boarding with a local boarding facility 

10. NO ATV‟S, SCOOTERS OR GOLF CARTS ALLOWED, EXCEPT FOR OFFICIAL USE. 

11. Wrist Bands, Registration forms and signed Release forms are required for all participants (Anyone who 

will ride and or camp overnight, is considered a participant.  Also these forms are required for any overnight 

guest or anyone that is staying regularly on the property or at the camp site).   The only exclusions are 

occasional guests staying only a few hours and who are not riding at any time. 

12. No riding out of camp unless on the authorized rides or events which are supervised by the Wagon Master or 

his designee 

13. Anyone less than 21 years of age caught with alcohol will be dismissed from the ride and turned over to Law 

Enforcement Personnel.  NO EXCEPTIONS. 

14. Any alcohol taken out of your camp must be placed in a container so as not to be identifiable as such.  In other
